Community Day. Join us for a day of food and fun! Enrollment services will be available in the Welcome 
Center (SSB, Room 114) for those interested in applying to Compton College or registering for summer 2024 
classes. Most student support services and programs will be available in the Quad for those who want more 
information on Compton College Resources.

Spring 2024 Enrollment Update 
As of yesterday, April 18, 2024, Compton College has generated 1,453 FTES for the Spring 2024 semester. Our 
fill rate for Spring is currently 65%, and 10,372 seats are filled. 
 
Please remind students that they can add Spring Midterm Classes if space is still available. An "authorization 
code" from the class instructor will be required to complete the registration. Please refer interested students to 
the Schedule of Classes on the Compton College website for details. 
 
Summer Registration In Progress; Fall Registration Opens Tuesday, April 30, 2024 
Summer 2024 Priority Registration began on April 16. We are offering 169 sections during the summer term, 
and we already have 511 seats filled. We're off to a good start!

www.compton.edu/admissions-aid/ClassSchedule. The first six-week and eight-week summer sessions begin 
June 17, and the second six-week session begins July 1. 
 
Fall 2024 priority registration begins Tuesday, April 30, 2024. Students can check for their assigned 'ticket 
times' (registration appointments) via MyCompton. The online searchable schedule includes Fall 2024 classes.

At the April 16, 2024, Compton Community College District Board of Trustees meeting, the following Board

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Black Student Success Week Returns with The Student Hour 
Compton College, along with other California Community Colleges, will be celebrating Black Student Success 
Week on April 22-26, 2024. A series of virtual events is part of the annual advocacy for a better future for 
Black students. 
 
Each day of Black Student Success Week will begin with a #TheBlackHour webinar from 12 p.m. to 1 p.m. A 
panel of educators and experts will share insights and approaches for improving success for Black and African 
American students attending California community colleges. More than 5,000 attendees are expected to 
participate in the virtual webinars throughout the week. 
 
Immediately following #TheBlackHour, a small group will gather online for #TheAfterParty. Participants will 
engage in an hour-long, expanded discussion on the topic of the day to explore innovative solutions further. 
 
Returning for the second year is #TheStudentHour, a student-centered series presented by the California 
Community Colleges' ICanGoToCollege.com Campaign. These webinars, which will be held from 6 p.m. to 7 
p.m., Monday through Thursday, will be hosted by an iHeartMedia on-air personality. A student-led panel, 
along with Chancellor's Office representatives and other guests, will share information regarding resources 
tailored to Black students to improve their college experience and outcomes. These special workshops are 
intended for current community college students, high school students, and older adults who are thinking about 
returning to college.
