I. The meeting was called to order by Saul Panski at 2:10 p.m.

II. The agenda was approved by motion of Ahmad, Pratt (moved/seconded).

III. The approval of the minutes for 3.19.09 was deferred.

IV. Reports included  a discussion of the ECC Academic  Senate

meeting of  4.7.09 and the proposed resolution in support of the partnership, which had been approved by the ECC Senate.  

V.   There then ensued a detailed discussions of the ACCJC recommendations to El Camino, specifically Recommendations 1 and 3, which had been responded to on April 1st.   Concern was expressed that the Center not be unduly blamed for any continuing sanctions that might be applied to El Camino in connection with these recommendations.

Maruyama expressed his concerns about SLOs and the continuing discussion of how to proceed in this area at the main campus.  There was discussion of whether the course outline of  record should include the student learning objective, as apparently mandated by the ACCJC in its March newsletter.

Dr. Harmon recounted how she had had a discussion with the Executive Director of the Commission, who sent her regards to the Compton faculty and presented her with a gift of chocolate, chocolate which Dr. Harmon offered to the Council members.

Smith echoed the concern that Compton not be held unfairly responsible for continuing accreditation problems at ECC.

No report on the progress of the Educational Master Plan was provided.

VI.  At this point the group had lost its quorum so no formal action

could be taken to approve the proposed Mission Statement of the Curriculum Advisory Committee, a topic introduced by Dr. Harmon.   It was pointed out that the formation of such a committee demonstrated responsiveness to FCMAT.  She added that she would be a voting member of the CAC and that Saul Panski and Michael Odanaka would co-chair.

Lacking a formal vote the group unanimously expressed the sense of the Council as supporting the proposed mission statement.

VII.  A motion for adjournment was put forth:  Pratt, D.Smith (moved/

seconded).    The meeting was adjourned at 2:52 p.m.
