e August 23, 2010 — For students who register July 21 to August 23, 2010

deadline. Students on a waitlist for a class must check ECC Compton Center e-mail daily to find
out if they have been admitted to the class. Students who have been moved from a waitlist into
a class must pay fees for that class by the same deadlines listed above, or they will be dropped
from all classes.
