Standards of Student Conduct

Board Policy 5500

General Policy

Conduct at El Camino College must conform to the laws of the State of California, District
Policies, and campus rules and regulations. The El Camino College faculty, staff and
administration are dedicated to maintaining an optimal learning environment; the standards of
behavior as outlined in this policy are essential to the maintenance of a quality college
environment. These standards will apply to all students on campus, other college property or
while attending any college-sponsored event. Violation of such laws, policies, rules and
regulations or behavior adversely affecting suitability as a student, will lead to disciplinary
action. Disciplinary actions as noted in Section I, may be taken against any person who engaged
in behavior defined as misconduct as listed in Section B.

Misconduct

e Dishonesty, including but not limited to cheating, plagiarism or knowingly furnishing
false information to the College.

Forgery, alteration, or misuse of college documents, records, or identification.
Violation of college policies or off-campus regulations, including but not limited to
campus regulations concerning student organizations, the use of college facilities, or
time, place, and manner of public expression.

e Continued disruptive behavior, continued willful disobedience, profanity or vulgarity, or
continued defiance of the authority of or abuse or, college personnel or to anyone on
campus.

Willful misconduct which results in injury or death to a student or college personnel.
Participation in hazing or commitment of any act that tends to injure, degrade or disgrace
a student or college personnel.

e Obstruction or disruption of teaching, research, administration, disciplinary proceedings,
or other authorized college activities including but not limited to its community service
functions or to authorized activities held off campus. Obstruction or disruption includes
but is not limited to the use of skateboards, bicycles, radios, and roller skates.

e Failure to comply with the directions of a member of the college certificated personnel,
college management or supervisor personnel, or campus police acting within the scope of
his or her duties.

e Persistent, serious misconduct not listed.

Parking, Traffic and Safety

The El Camino College Police Department
is in charge of the personal safety and securi-
ty of all who attend classes, as well as all who
are employed by El Camino College and El
Camino College Compton Center.

The Vehicle Code Laws of the State of
California, the ordinances of Los Angeles
County and the Traffic and Parking
Regulations of the El Camino Community
College District are in effect 24 hours per day,
seven days per week and are enforced by the
El Camino College Police Department pur-
suant to section 21113 (a) (c) (f) of the
California Vehicle Code.

Anyone parking in district parking lots is
required to display a valid El Camino College
Compton Center or El Camino College park-
ing permit in his/her vehicle. Semester park-
ing permits are available for purchase from
the Bursar’s Office located in C-36.

Parking regulations are enforced seven days
per week, 24 hours a day throughout the year,
including weekends and holidays, unless oth-
erwise specified. Vehicles parking in staff
parking areas must display a valid El Camino
College Compton Center or El Camino
College staft parking permit. Students/visi-
tors and the general public may park in staff
parking areas on weekends and holidays with
a valid Compton Center student semester per-
mit or daily parking permit. Parking avail-
ability is subject to change, and lots may be
closed or restricted for special events.

Traffic and parking regulations are posted
throughout Compton Center. ECC Police will
issue municipal court citations to violators of
these regulations. Parking violations are a
minimum of $30.

The El Camino Community College
District shall not be liable for the loss or dam-
age caused to any vehicle parked in a district
parking lot.

The basic speed limit is 15 mph in all post-
ed areas. All provisions of the California
Vehicle Code and the Traffic Rules of the El
Camino Community College District are
strictly enforced. Police officers may issue
superior court citations to violators of these
regulations.

If you have lost property at Compton
Center, please stop by the Police Department
office Monday through Friday from 8:00 a.m.
to 4:30 p.m. Lost property not claimed with-
in 90 days is disposed of in accordance with
district policy.

You may reach the police department in an
emergency situation by dialing 9-1-1 from
any pay telephone at Compton Center or by
dialing 310-660-3100 from a cellular tele-
phone.

First aid, as well as help in all emergency
situations, is provided through the police
department.

Disabled Persons Parking

Students/visitors with disabilities who have
been issued a DMV Disabled Person (DP)
placard may park in any designated disabled
person stall. Disabled persons may park in
faculty/staft/ student space and MUST DIS-
PLAY the DMV disabled person
placard/plates AND a valid El Camino College
semester or daily parking permit when parked.
Failure to display the DP placard and a valid El
Camino College or Compton Center permit
(when parked in faculty/staff/student space)
will result in the issuance of a citation. See
California Code of Regulations — Title 5,
Section 54100; Ed Code 67301(a).
Temporary medical parking arrangements can
be made at Campus Police Parking Services
located in V-72.

Student Right to Know Information

The El Camino College Police Department provides professional law enforcement ser-
vices to El Camino College and El Camino College Compton Center. The police depart-
ment is located at the corner of Redondo Beach and Crenshaw boulevards in Parking Lot K
and at Compton Center in V-72. The police department provides first aid service in emer-
gency situations. You may reach the police department by calling 310-660-3100.

The police department is open 24 hours per day. In accordance with the Federal Jeanne
Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and Campus Crime Statistics Act, the ECC
Police Department has posted security and safety information, and all required statistical
data on the police department Web page: www.elcamino.edu/police/. This information is
also available in printed form in the lobby of the police department and can be mailed upon
request.
