¢) Update on the Great California ShakeOut Earthquake Drill 2020

Chief Box provided an update on the Great ShakeOut for 2020. He stated this was the first virtual
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event and that we were unable to do a full evacuation, but we were able to test our Nixle Alert System,
Emergency Blue Poles (E-Poles), and Cisco Phone Alert system, everything went well, and | know not a
lot of you were present. Please make sure you have an emergency plan for home because a disaster may
occur at home. CB gave tips in the event of a Disaster.

Following the update by Chief Box, Student Trustee Benson Atkins expressed how happy he was with
how the system worked, he said he had it all set up on his phone and it worked well and that he is proud
of the Police Department and its staff.
